Guidelines for Discretionary Funding (2010-2011)

The 2110 Centre for Gender Advocacy supports and co-sponsors community events and initiatives through our board discretionary fund. Groups can apply to the board for money up to $500 and/or access to resources such as projectors, meeting space, staff support, co-sponsorship, etc. 
*Please note: The deadline to submit discretionary fund requests is the 15th of every month. All discretionary requests will be reviewed the first collective meeting following the 15th. 

**An incomplete request will not be seen by the board.

The Discretionary Subcommittee shall judge discretionary funding applications based on:

a) How strongly the project aligns with the mandate of the Centre

b) The ability of the project to secure other funding.

c) The overall budget of the project.
d) **The completion of the Application

In allocating discretionary funds for groups that meet our mission statement, The 2110 Centre for Gender Advocacy prioritizes groups, projects or initiatives that…
· Promote gender equality and empowerment

· Support local actions, projects or movements, or local connections to global movements 

· Organize around issues of social justice, particularly on issues that are under-represented at Concordia 

· Are engaged in solidarity organizing that takes leadership and direction from the communities with which they work and/or are organized by people who are directly affected or implicated in the groups mandate

· Need access to resources and funding, and might otherwise have difficulty finding support

Applicants can request up to $500 and must include a description of the event, a projected budget, and a description of the organizing group.

For projects or events requiring more than $500 or requiring a more active support than just financial assistance, applications for co-sponsorship should be made to the Programming Coordinator (outreach@centre2110.org)
